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Risk Assessment Policy


Introduction
A risk assessment is an important tool in protecting employees, parents, children and visitors by analysing hazards and identifying risk reduction measures. It is a careful examination of what could cause harm to people in our school so that the school can determine whether the necessary precautions are in place or whether more should be done to prevent harm.

Stages of a Risk Assessment
The assessment should follow a five step approach.
Step 1: Identify the hazards
Step 2: Decide who might be harmed and how

Step 4: Record your findings and implement them
Step 5: Review and update as necessary
